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CREMO Extraordinary Working Session 
Conference Decisions and Proposals
GENERAL INFORMATION

On the 18th and 19th September 2009, an Extraordinary Working Session of the CREMO was held, after an invitation from the CREMO Secretariat. The meeting was organized by the University of the Aegean and it took place at the Lemnos Village Hotel conference room in the island of Lemnos, Greece.
Present at the meeting were Professor Andreas Troumbis (University of the Aegean), Professor Panayiotis Grigoriou (University of the Aegean), Professor Achilleas Mitsos (University of the Aegean), Professor Bernard Durand (University of Montpellier 1), Professor Josiane Tercinet (University Pierre Mendès- France), Professor Ali Sedjari (University Mohammed V of Rabat), Professor Cosimo Notarstefano (Community of Mediterranean Universities – CUM), Professor Francesc Morata (University Institute of European Studies – IUEE), Professor Michel Remi Njiki (University of Cádiz), Professor Theodoros Papatheodorou (University of Peloponnese), Professor Stavros Tombazos (University of Cyprus), Mrs Dia Evagorou (Technological University of Cyprus) and Professor Dimitrios Anogiatis-Pele (Ionian University).
In the context of the working session it was suggested that the next meeting of the CREMO Steering Committee will take place in the spring of 2010 at the island of Rhodes in Greece, as specified in the CREMO founding charter (the EMACA Agreement).
On the occasion of this meeting a special reference was made by the Rector of the University of the Aegean, Professor Andreas Troumbis to the loss of a dear colleague and friend, Professor André Pavia, Director of The Euro-Mediterranean Observatory on Risk Management of the Council of Europe.
CONFERENCE DECISIONS/PROPOSALS

Future Actions
· CREMO will apply to participate in the program “Concepts for EMUNI projects_1-09” as a pilot project. Following the discussion at the Extraordinary Working Session at Lemnos, all CREMO contractual parties will be included in the project. The application deadline is October 15th. · The University Institute of European Studies (IUEE) of Barcelona will host, in the context of the CREMO activities, a conference on the occasion of the Spanish Presidency of the Council of the European Union, entitled “Euro-Mediterranean integration: where we stand, and what next?”.

· The members of CREMO that participated in the extraordinary working session discussed thoroughly the possibility of applying to take part in the European Neighborhood Policy Instrument “Mediterranean Sea Basin Programme 2007-2013”. However due to the circumstances and the immediate deadlines it was decided that the CREMO will not apply for this project.
· The representatives of the Community of Mediterranean Universities and of the University of the Aegean agreed to pursue all opportunities for cooperation in the field of the Euro-Mediterranean Master in Culture and Tourism, which aims to provide students with the necessary knowledge to take decisions related to the management of tourism, culture and heritage in the Mediterranean area. The EMCT Master’s Degree is co-organized by the University of Bari, the Community of Mediterranean Universities (CMU) and the Jean Monnet Euro-Mediterranean Center of Excellence and it is financially supported by the EMUNI Foundation. One possible cooperative action in the context of the CREMO is the development of a Joint Master’s Degree, in cooperation with the Department of Business Administration of the University of the Aegean.

Governance Issues

· For the purpose of ensuring the efficient operation of the CREMO and facilitating the decision making process and the communication between its members, the methodology of the “written procedure” (procédure écrite) as a means of ratifying decisions, in between action meetings of the Steering Committee, will be implemented.
· In the framework of this extraordinary working session the necessary preparatory discussions took place regarding the composition and the function of the Scientific Committee and the Endowment Committee of CREMO. A draft decision on the subject will be submitted to the members of the CREMO Steering Committee.
· The CREMO members that attended the meeting at Lemnos have unanimously decided to name Professor Andreas Y. Troumbis, Rector of the University of the Aegean, as Chairman of the CREMO.

· In the framework of the working session the institutions that have applied to participate in the CREMO were presented. A separate draft decision with the institutions that have applied will be submitted to the founding members for ratification, according to the articles of the EMACA Agreement.
